 When we recognize that every person is created in 
God's image, it shapes how we connect with others, 
especially from different cultures. It reminds us that, 
despite our differences, we share a common dignity
and worth.



Respecting Cultural Differences

Understanding that all people reflect God’s image 
helps us see their value in His eyes. This respect goes 
beyond cultures and acknowledges the inherent 
value God has placed in them.



Diversity Reflects God’s Creativity

Ø Diversity Reflects God’s Creativity
- The image of God is present in everyone, no matter
their culture or background. The diversity we see in the
world reflects God’s creativity, expressing His beauty in 
many ways.



The Image of God in All People

Ø Changing How We View and Treat Others
- Embracing this truth changes how we view others,
moving from seeing differences as divisions to 
recognizing them as part of God’s beautiful design. It 
leads to respect and unconditional love for all people.



Building Relationships with 
Respect and Understanding
- Relationships, especially across cultures, should be
rooted in mutual respect and understanding. We 
should see differences as opportunities to learn and 
grow, treating others with kindness, dignity, and 
empathy, as God would want us to.
